2. Speak clearly & concisely. Avoid buzz words.
3. Never say “No comment.” Find a way around the question that presents you well.
4. Watch your body language.

C.Keep steady eye contact with camera and interviewer
D.Do not fidget or spin in your chair
5. Avoid “Um’s” and “Ah’s”. It discredits your message.
6. Speak in a conversational way. Do not become too tense or monotoned.
7. Speak steadily and slower than you normally would.
8. Communicate your message with confidence.
9. Be mindful of the allocated time, allow for questions & have your conclusion/call to action ready.
10.DO NOT give any personal shout-outs.
