Follow Up Your Media Release

If your pitch is really interesting to a journalist, you will usually hear
back from them within an hour or two. If they don't get back to you

in this timeframe, you should still follow up (after three days) as you
are trying to establish yourself as a credible source. On the other hand,
you should definitely not 'nag' them if they don't get back to you.

Note all feedback received and apply it for future releases.
